FAMILY PREPAREDNESS

Designed to help you learn how to protect yourself and your family against all types of hazards. The focus of the content is on how to develop, practice, and maintain emergency plans that reflect what must be done before, during, and after a disaster to protect people and their property. Also included is information on how to assemble a disaster supplies kit that contains the food, water, and other supplies in sufficient quantity for individuals and their families to survive.

FIRST AID

course that teaches students critical skills to respond to and manage an emergency in the first few minutes until emergency medical services (EMS) arrives. Students learn skills such as how to treat bleeding, sprains, broken bones, shock and other first aid emergencies.

JITT - EMERGENCY DISPENSING SITES

The term Emergency Dispensing Site (EDS also called POD) refers to a mass dispensing site where immunizations would take place to prevent disease spread or for prophylactic treatment in the event of a terrorism incident. There is a significant difference between dispensing immunizations in an EDS as opposed to clinic settings. EDS's require a quick setup time and the ability to treat large numbers of people seeking immunizations and will require several agencies working together across organizational boundaries and disciplines.
